NOTES:

1. Flush water supply pipes thoroughly to remove
debris.

2. If possible, install faucet before installing lavatory.
3. Inspect the supply tubing for damage and leakage.
Replace and maintain as necessary.

4. Observe local plumbing codes.

5. Shut off the water supplies to the fitting.
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Lift the handle gently. Turn clockwise for cold water,
counter-clockwise for hot water.
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How to Install the Faucet

If need to take off the hoses(1) to repair,
reinstall and tighten them by hand.

Install the washer(2) into the groove at the
bottom of the escutcheon(3). Slide the
escutcheon and washer over the hoses,
cable(4) and shank(5).

Insert the faucet assembly into the lavatory
hole until the escutcheon bottom is against
the deck.
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Open the coverplate(15) on the drain
body, and insert cable end(16) into the
square hole(18) of the cable box(17).
Make sure the cable is properly buckled
at both ends(A, B) of the cable box as the
figure shown.

Lock the coverplate(15), and verify the lift
rod(19) on the faucet is linked correctly
with the drain body through

the cable.

NOTE: Do not reposition the drain if
plumbers putty or other sealants applied
after the locknut is tightened, or you may
break the putty seal. Wipe away excess
plumbers putty.
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Position the faucet, install the screws(6)
into the mounting nut(7).

From underside of the lavatory, place the
washers(8, 9) onto the shank. Tighten the
mounting nut to secure the faucet. Tighten
the screws.

Attach the hoses to water supplies.
The hose with "COLD" label should be
connected to cold water.
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How to Install the Drain

Remove the stopper(10), flange(11) and
washer(12) from the drain body(14).
Insert the drain body through the drain
hole from underside, and adjust the
position properly. Screw the flange(11)
with washer(12) onto the drain body.

Tighten the locknut(13) on the drain body
with wrench. Insert the stopper(10) into
the drain assembly.

NOTE: If needed, apply a ring of plumbers
putty or other sealants around the
underside of the flange(11), instead of
using washer(12).
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Ensure that all connections are tightened
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Remove the aerator(21) with key(20).
Turn on the faucet. Run hot and cold
water through the spout for about one
minute to remove any debris. Remove
debris from the aerator. Shut off the
faucet and reinstall the aerator.

How to Replace the Handle

Uninstall the plug button(22), loosen the
screw in the handle with hex wrench and
then remove the handle.

Install the new handle onto the valve
stem(23), ensure the hole downwards.
Tighten the screw in the handle, press the

S plug button into the hole. Check it.
