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B. Subfloor Preparation

Check the flooring under the bath, and make repairs as needed. Make sure the subfloor is level.

NOTICE: Make sure the floor will support 2000lbs. (907kg). This is the combined weight of the bath,
water, and two bathers.

C. Plumbing Preparation

Position the plumbing according to rough-in dimensions. Cap the supplies and check for leaks.

A. The following installation practices to avoid any potential damage
to the enamel finish.

WARNING!! Failure to follow the manufacturer's recommended installation method may result in
damage to the enamel surface.

Do not use sharp objects or metal tools when handling the bath, especially around the rim area.

Use a clear protective plastic film over tub rim as well as the bottom of tub to safeguard from dirt and silicone
during the installation process.

For correct installation, bath rim should not come in direct contact with the walls and/or horizontal surfaces to
avoid transmission of noise and vibration as well as potential cracks in the enamel finish.

The necessary gap between bath rim and the wall is 2 mm horizontally and 4 mm vertically. Refer to figures 1,
2, and 3 above.

Before placing setting-in the bath, apply a sanitary quality silicone filler on all surfaces to come in contact
with the bath rim.

Set the bath in its correct position.

A2. Through the Floor Drain Bath Installation

Slide the new bath into position to verify the drain location and the stud fit. Cut a minimum 152 305 mm
hole in the floor for the drain connection.

A1. Installation of Bath with Adjustable Height

Slide the new bath into position.

Level the bath by positioning metal shims and bricks under the bath feet and ensure there is enough spate for

the drain. Attention: the metal shims are necessary to aroid cracking of bricks. Check for level along the top of

the side of the bath and across the drain end. The bath may have to be moved in and out of the recess area until

it is shimmed properly, if the support feet are not accessible from the back or side.

Adjustble feet can also be used.

Use 25~30 Kg dry cement and sand mix. Add water to make a paste mortar. Remove the tub. Cover the

installation area with the mortar starting from the middle of the tub as shown. The height of the mortar should

reach the bottom of the tub.

Do not clog the drain hole.

Place the tub onto the mortar.

Make sure that the bottom of the tub is pressed into mortar in order to secure the tub. Insert two wood wedges

under the tub to support the weight of the tub until the mortar hardens. (Wedges will remain in the mortar.)

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B. Install Plumbing

1). When the bath is securely positioned, connect the drain to the trap. See fig. A. B.C

2). Install the faucet and fittings. Open the hot and cold water valves, and check the supply connections for leaks.

3). Run water into the bath, and check the drain connections for leaks.

C. Finish Bath Area Construction

B. Install the Wood Floor Rail

A ceramic base is also available for this bath.

Make sure that all the rough plumbing and finished flooring are installed.

Attach the floor brackets to the floor rail with the screws provided.

Apply two beads fo silicone sealant to the bottom surface of the floor rail.

Position the floor rail in the desired location, and secure to the floor with the screws provided.

Cast iron baths are extremely heavy. Obtain sufficient help to
carefully lift or move the bath.

Use at least four people to carefully lift the bath inside the floor rail.

Position the bath so there is equal space between the bath skirt and the floor rail.

B. Install the Towel Bar

Attach the two end brackets to the bath rim with the washers and bolts.

Carefully slide the two support brackets onto the towel bar.

Slide one end of the towel bar into an end bracket, and attach the support brackets to the bath rim with the
washers and bolts. Only hand tighten the bolts at this time.

Fit the other end of the towel bar into the remaining end bracket. Align as needed.

Tighten all the bolts. Secure the towel bar to the brackets with the setscrews.

Repeat for the other towel bar.

C. Install Bath And Whirlpool Leg

ABOVE THE FLOOR INSTALLATION OF THE BATH/WHIRLPOOL USING THE OPTIONAL K-1172
BATH LEGS.

Fig.#1 shows one such installation.

NOTE: The front legs are shown in Fig.#1 behind the drain for demonstration purposes. They
are actually almost directly in line with the drain.

It is possible to install some models above the floor with the use of the optional K-1172 legs. The legs can be
adjusted to increase the height of the tub a minimum of 2-3/4" and a maximum of 3-1/2".

By rotating the drain tee 90 degrees the drain tube can be run into the
wall before meeting the trap.

Install the legs according Fig.#2. The leg mount attached to the bath sits atop the leg secured by the nut and bolt.
Height is varied by adjusting the bottom bolt as shown.

D. Install Ceramic Floor Rail

The Vintage Ceramic Floor Rail is for use with a free-standing Vintage Bath. However, the bath must be installed
before the ceramic floor rails.

Please see Installation Instructions for properleg adjustment procedure.

Also, it is recommended that the flooring and the plumbing be completed before the installation of the floor rail.
The bath should be leveled at a height that provides clearance between the top of the ceramic floor rail and
bottom of the bath.

Position floor rails so there is an equel space between bath skirt and all
eight floor rails. The ends of each floor rail are connected by a 1/8" grout joint. The eight curved floor rails
are identical, so their order of installation is not critical.

Trace the outside edge of each floor rail with a pencil. Mark location of
joints with a line that extends beyond the traced outside edge of each floor rial. Remove floor rails. Measure
in 3-3/4" from traced outside edge and mark another line. This will establish the area in which the floor rails
will be located.

Per manufacturer instructions, apply
adhesive to traced area on the floor or bottom surface of each floor rail. Apply adhesive to within 1" of
outside edge of floor rail. This will avoid excess adhesive build up.

Use only adhesive that is appropriate for use with existing flooring.

CAUTION: The bath must be supported by the cast iron legs, not the ceramic floor rails.

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Clean-up After Installation

When cleaning up after installation, do not use abrasive cleansers as they may scratch and dull the surface. Use
warm water and liquid, non-abrasive detergent to clean the surface.

Stubborn stains, paint, or tar can be removed with turpentine or paint thinner. Do not allow cleaners containing
petroleum distillates to remain in contact with the bath surface for long periods of time. Plaster can be removed
by scraping with wood edge. Do not use metal scrapers, wire brushes, or other metal tools. One of the powder
type detergents may be used on a damp cloth to provide mild abrasive action to the residual plaster.

Press floor rails
firmly to the floor. Height of all floor rails should be consistent. Clean up excess adhesive and let dry.
