Level the bath by positioning metal shims and bricks
under the bath feet, and ensure there is enough space
for the drain. Attention: The metal shims are necessary
to avoid cracking of bricks. Check for level along the
top of the side of the bath and across the drain end.
The bath may have to be moved in and out of the
recess area until it is shimmed properly, if the support
feet are not accessible from the back or side.
