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INSTALLATION
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How to Install the Spout

Remove the protectors(1, 2) from the valve 26088T-NA
after the wall is finished.

Screw the connector(3) into the valve body with the
wrench. NOTE: Do not overtighten. Loosen the screw
(6) in the spout(5) bottom with 2.5mm hex wrench(4).
Install the escutcheon(7) into the spout and adjust the
direction. Install the spout onto the connector(3) with its
outlet downwards until it is against the finished wall.
Tighten the screw with hex wrench to secure the spout.
NOTE: Don’t damage the O-ring(8) on the connector.
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When the installation is completed,

the correct position of the spout and
handle with the valve closed is shown in
the figure.
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How to Install the Drain

Remove the locknut(21), plastic washer
(20) and rubber gasket(19) from the
drain body. Insert the drain body with
rubber washer(18) into the lavatory. Put
the rubber gasket (Tapered side up),
plastic washer and locknut back to the
drain body in turn. Tighten the locknut.

NOTE: If needed, apply a ring of
plumbers putty or other sealants around
the underside of the drain flange(17),
instead of using rubber washer(18).

Do not reposition the drain after the
locknut is tightened, or you may break
the putty or sealant seal.
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escutcheon onto the sleeve until it is
finished wall.

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How to Clean the Drain

Turn counter-clockwise to unscrew the
drain stopper(22). Remove and clean
the washer(23).

Reinstall the washer and drain stopper.
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INSTALLATION CHECKOUT
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Ensure that all connections are tighten.
Ensure the handle is in the off position.
Turn on the drain and main water supply,
and check for leaks. Repair as needed.

Remove the aerator(24) with coin. Turn
on the faucet. Run hot and cold water

through the spout for about one minute
to remove any debris. Check for leaks.

28— Remove any debris from the aerator.

Shut off the faucet. Reinstall the aerator.
