1. Poor Flush A. Adjust the tank water level to match the waterline.
B. Fully open the water supply shut-off valve.
C. Clear obstructions from the trapway, jet, or bowl rim holes.
D. Clear obstructions from the waste line.
2. No Flush A. Reconnect the chain to the trip lever or flush valve.
B. Adjust the chain assembly to remove excessive slack.

3. The fill valve turns on/off by itself A. Adjust the chain for proper slack so the seal is not held off the flush valve seat.
