5. Preparation before the Initial Use

O Ensure if water inlet valve is OPEN.

Connect the inlet hose; open the water stop valve and connect the power.

O Toilet generates one short beep once it is plugged in. The nozzle stretches
out and draws back once. Backlight on the side panel lights up and the night
light flashes until the initialization process completes.

During initialization, it is normal to hear rotating sound of the motor and bicker.

Wrap seat with plastic sheet to prevent splash water from toilet during test.

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6. Care and Cleaning

For best results, keep the following in mind when caring for your Kohler product:
IMPORTANT! Do not immerse product in water.

e Test First - Always test your cleaning solution on an
inconspicuous area before applying it to the entire
surface.
