Notes:

1. Flush the water supply pipes thoroughly to remove debris.
Faucet is designed for tap water or potable water.

2. Do not attack the faucet with rough strength to avoid
being damaged.

3. Do not damage the surface of sensing window when
installing or cleaning the faucet.

4. For new installations, install the faucet and drain to the
lavatory before installing the lavatory.

5.As for DC type faucets, please pay special attention to
insert direction match of battery poles. Tighten the battery
cover completely to prevent its exposure to moisture.

6. As for AC type faucets, strictly follow indicated instructions
to perform electric connection. Only provide electric supply
to power box after the installation is completed.

7. One AC/DC transformer for max.two faucets.

8. Electrical source must equiped with suitable fuse to
protect AC/DC transformer unit from damage.

9. Do not put the faucet near strong ultraviolet or
electromagnetic field.

10. Cover the sensing window with black tape when
repairing lavatories.

11.Turn off the electrical source and shut down water

supply before the faucets repaired.
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OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS
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Put your hand in the sensing -range, the faucet
should turn on. The faucet should turn off after
removal within 0.5~2 seconds. The sensing
distance will be adjusted automatically as per the
condition of the lavatory and surrounding

environment.

Install Bracket Assy.

Determine installation method per
lavatory size, and make sure the C/L of
faucet outlet aligned with the center of
the lavatory.

1. Chisel out a Slot

Determine the installation location per
rough-in. Chisel out a slot and lay down
the water supplies. Turn off the water
supply temporarily. The depth of the slot
should be no less than 105mm, and its size
as shown in figure. The installation area
shall be located at the place where no direct
light is allowed to enter or reflected into
the sensing window, where no objects
susceptible to reflection are placed at the
frontal head(e.g., mirror, polishing
stainless steel and some other polished
plate ); where no strong ultraviolet
radiation or electromagnetic field is found
nearby.

2. Fix Bracket Assy.

Connect outlet(2), bushing(3) and
bracket assy. (4) together. Be careful
not to pose excessive force on bracket
so as to avoid distortion, and place the
completed assy. into the slot.

Do not remove outlet connection
escutcheon(5). Adjust the thickness of
tabs depending upon the maximum and
minimum embedding depth marked on
outlet connection escutcheon(5) to make
the finished tiles located between the
maximum and minimum mark as shown

in Fig.(1).

Secure the completed assy. with tabs to
make it flat and upright as shown in Fig.
(). Make the bracket assy. vertical with
the finished wall and avoid deflection.
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Fill slurry into the slot and drill holes
on tiles as shown.
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Install Faucet

1. Screw down and remove the
slurry mold.

2. Put inlet pipe and wires throughout
the bracket assy. Screw up the spout
make sure the spout working towards
the basin.

3. Fix the escutcheon by screw.
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Install Valve Assy.

Turn off check valve (6).

Revolve out the protection cap on the
inlet of valve assy (7), connect the inlet
of valve assy (7) with check valve (6),
and outlet with hose (8). Please note the
valve assy. should be paralleled with the
wall. Do not lose the washer on the inlet
of valve assy to make sure it firmly
connected with check valve.

NOTE:It is recommended that a
temporary rubber or plastic hose is
attached to the inlet pipe, and the
water supply line should be flushed
clean of dirt and debris.

Install Batteries

1. Take out battery box assy., and
loosen the screws(9). Place 4 "AAA"
batteries into the battery box according
to negative and positive pole mark on
the cover of battery box(10). Tighten
the screws on the cover of battery box
(10). Please do not mistake

the battery polar, and do not mix the
new and used batteries together.

2. Determine the installation location of
battery box bracket per rough-in.

Drill holes and place sheath in it. Fix
battery box bracket with screws
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Install the Drain

Screw off the drain flange (11) from drain.
Apply a ring of plumbers putty around
underside of the drain flange(23). Insert
the drain body(12) into the lavatory from

the underside.

Thread the drain flange (11) onto the drain
Body (12). Tighten the locknut (13) by hand
from the underside of the fixture. Remove
any excess putty.

Note: Do not try to change the position of
the drain after the locknut(13) is tightened,

or you may break the putty seal.

Connect the tailpiece(14) to the trap(15).
The tailpiece should extend 25mm to

55mm into the trap.

Note: Not allowed connect AC 220V electrical source to DC wire connector of AC/DC transformer
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1. Install AC power unit (sticker on the back) dry, and avoid
showering, soaking from water. Customer prepare wire
tube and wire according to requirement. Wire tube

should be put into the wall. Suggested wire: AC connection
wire should with insulated protecting layer or sleeve and
the section should be bigger than 0.5mm?. The section of
DC connection wire should be bigger than 0.3mm?. The
connection pattern must according to illustrations above.

2. After wire layout finished, check and repair if needed.
Then connect AC connector of AC/DC transformer to
electrical source from the control box, and DC connector of
AC/DC transformer to faucet. Turn on AC electrical power,
faucet will be in the period of automatic adjusting sensing
distance (about 10minutes). The faucet will not work during

this period.

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1. Note of the Indicator Flashing
The indicator is the only and effective way to learn
the faucet's working conditions. So the users can
use the sensor faucet correctly with knowing the
meaning of the sensor indicator's flashing.
(1) Fast flashing means the faucet is in the period
J& AT of adjusting sensing distance after power on for
10 minutes. During these 10 minutes, please do
not put objects in the sensing range.
(2) The indicator flashes every 2 seconds: As for
DC type faucets, the symptom indicates that the
unit is out of battery and ceases working.
Recommend to replace batteries. As for AC type
faucets, there're two possibilities. One possibility
is that the unit is out of battery while the other
is that bad wire connectionoccurs to DC terminal
of the power box provided AC supply functions
normally.
(3) In normal condition, the water will flow and the
indicator will flash one time when objects are
inducted. (The indicator does not flash when

faucet stops flowing.)

When the faucet works for about 1 minute continuously, the
water will be shut off automatically. After that, objects must
be removed from the sensing range. Then the water will
flow when objects go into the sensing range again.
Otherwise, the faucet will not work.

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4. Clean the Filtration System

The faucet includes connector assembly with high quality
filtration system. If there is a lot of debris in the supply pipes
or the quality of water is bad, it will cause the flow in bad
condition. Please clean th filtration system as following
steps:

1. Close the angle valve.

2. Remove the valve assembly and take out the filter for
cleaning, then re-install it.
